ÅOgden City is planning for better connectivity and access to jobs 

and housing. Working with area partners, including Utah Transit 

Authority (UTA), the City wants to better understand ways to achieve 

desired development along Ogdenõs future Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) 

Corridor. 

ÅThe Ogden Onboard Study will build on local planning efforts and 

identify a community-supported vision with actions that take 

advantage of the unique opportunities facing the Corridor.

ÅBased on local market, land use and transportation conditions, the 

Study will identify strategies forfuture transit-oriented development

focusing on housing, access to essential services, active 

transportation and regional connectivity. 
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WHAT IS A CHARRETTE?

Adapted from art schools in 19th Century Paris, a charrette (or cart) 

would be used to quickly gather student designs. The term is also 

used to describe a meeting where all interested and engaged 

participants work collaboratively to identify planning and design 

solutions.

For Ogden Onboard, the charrette involved members from the 

project team, Ogden City, UTA and community members to work 

together in resolving challenges and identifying ideas for priority BRT 

station areas, including existing strengths, potential land use changes 

and design ideas for buildings, public spaces and streets. 

The charrette helped identify preferences for:

ÅLand use mix and mobility improvements; 

ÅBlock design and connectivity; and 

ÅBuilt form and building heights.



THE COMMUNITY DESIGN 

CHARRETTEé

ÅWas held at Ogden Union Station and advertised through emails to the 

project list (over 300 signed-up for updates), through the project pop-up 

event, through social media, and on the project and partner websites

ÅHad approximately 36 participants who signed in, with more who stopped 

by briefly or did not sign in

ÅBegan with an open house with a series of display posters and preliminary 

sketches providing information about the project, and a large floor map of 

the entire BRT corridor for providing comments

ÅFeatured an overview presentation from the City and project team, 

following by an interactive mapping exercise where small groups designed 

their own land use maps and design ideas for each of the four priority 

station areas

ÅWill help the City, its partners and the project team understand preferred 

solutions for the future of station areas in Ogden, while increasing 

awareness about future phases of BRT











A large floor map of the corridor provided a better sense of scale and detail, while allowing 
participants to comment on specific challenges or opportunities.



In Downtown, comments highlighted activities, social services, employment and food options, 
as well as transit connections. 



Near 25th and Monroe, comments highlighted an opportunity for a grocery store. Along 
Harrison, participants noted about safer connections across Harrison, ADA accessibility, reducing 
the number of BRT stops, and adding a grocery store.



Near the WSU campus and hospital, comments were specific to BRT route design, including 
adding a stop at central campus.
